· Misconduct.

· Driving onto grounds;

Damage to grounds;
Littering.

Association members who are reported for the above offences may expect little leniency from the Committee.

RESTRICTIONS ON YOUNG PACE BOWLERS

No medium pace or faster bowler (broadly defined by one or both umpires as those to whom the wicketkeeper would normally stand back) shall be permitted to bowl more than the number of overs in a spell and number of overs in a day’s play, set out below:
